WHAT IS PROPOSITION 8? 
 
On Election Day, November 4th, Californians will 
vote on Proposition 8, a constitutional amendment 
that will reinstate the traditional definition of 
marriage using the same 14 word definition that 
California voters already approved by 61% of the 
vote in 2000 (Proposition 22.) 
 
We’ve already voted once.  Activist judges shouldn’t 
be able to overrule the 61.4% vote of Californians 
that has already defined marriage as the union of a 
man and a woman. 
 

ISN’T PROPOSITION 8 AGAINST HOMOSEXUALS?   
or    
WHY SHOULDN’T SAME-SEX COUPLES BE 
ALLOWED TO MARRY? 
 
Domestic partners already have every benefit the 
State of California can provide, and Proposition 8 
doesn’t change that.   
 
Homosexuals should not be allowed to redefine 
marriage for all of society.  We should be doing 
more to support and promote marriage, not 
undermine it. 
 
 
 

WHAT SO BAD ABOUT ALLOWING SAME-SEX 
COUPLES TO BE LEGALLY MARRIED? 
 
Research shows that the children grow best with 
a mommy and a daddy.  While circumstances 
may prevent it in every case, every child desires 
to be raised by a father and mother in the bond 
of marriage.
